SUNDAYS 11 AM-NOON: Your child must be registered for Worship Care weekly. RSVP each
week starting at noon on Tuesday and ending at noon on Friday. The link to register will be
available on our HG website Tuesday morning for the following Sunday. Limited Worship Care
will be available during our 11 AM service at Harris Campus

All children who are registered for Worship Care must have their temperature checked
and answer a short health screening questionnaire at the entrance. If your child has a
temperature of 100° or greater, he/she will not be permitted to a classroom.

PLEASE STAY HOME IF your child has had a fever, sore throat, coughing, diarrhea, or
vomiting in the 48 hours before Worship Care, or if your child has had close contact (within
six feet of an infected person for at least 15 minutes) with a person with confirmed COVID-19
in the last 14 days.

Check-in your child at the health screening tables at the entrance to the Event
Center. Once approved, a ministry volunteer will complete your child’s check-in
process at a kiosk. Once you receive your security tags, screened parents/guardians
will be allowed to walk your child to their classroom.

After the worship gathering, please use the courtyard entrance to the Children’s
Building to pick up your child form their class. The same parent who checked their
child in may pick their child up from class.
